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Permit-authorized construction activity during
the first quarter of 2000 was mixed, with single-
family home construction holding its own, multifamily
construction continuing to slide and nonresidential
construction values above 1999 levels. Total
construction valuation reached nearly $900 million,
a healthy 10.2 percent increase over last year (Table
1).

The number of new single-family homes
authorized was virtually the same as last year, with
3,233 permits issued, up 0.6 percent over the 3,213
permits issued during the same period of 1999. The
multifamily sector, however, declined 45.2 percent
with just 593 units receiving building permits during
the quarter, in contrast to nearly 1,100 in the first
three months of 1999.The slump in multifamily units
contributed to a decline of 2.6 percent in residential
valuation. Dwelling units by quarter for the past 30
years are shown in Figure 1.

Nonresidential construction valuation climbed
27.7 percent from 1999, spurred by the $104.6 million
permit for the new McKay-Dee Hospital in Ogden.
A few very large projects have helped to keep the
nonresidential sector at high levels, even as fewer
lesser-valued projects receive permits. Total valuation
for new nonresidential construction for the quarter
was $304.7 million.

Another boost for the construction industry is
the additions, alterations and repairs sector.
Residential additions, alterations and repairs rose
7.4 percent to $24.7 million reversing last year’s
downward trend. Nonresidential additions, alter-
ations and repairs increased 39.6 percent to $95.7
million and are on pace to exceed the record level
set in 1999.

Residential Construction 
The number of permits issued for single-family

homes remained remarkably stable during the
quarter, with an increase of 20 units over last year.
The most notable feature in the single-family home

sector is the rise in value. While the number of units
was up only slightly, the valuation of these units rose
by 5.25 percent. This trend is expected to continue
as home buyers with rising incomes demand not only
larger homes, but homes with more amenities, such
as gas fireplaces, central air conditioning and multi-
car garages.

Eight of ten single-family home permits issued
during the first quarter were in one of five counties:
Salt Lake (818), Utah (692), Davis (395), Washington
(352) and Weber (300). Communities with large
numbers of permits for new single-family homes were
Eagle Mountain (172), St. George (165), West Jordan
(137), Tooele (134), Roy (122), and West Valley City
(110). Unincorporated Salt Lake County also issued
permits for 110 single-family units during the period.

Whether the single-family housing sector can
maintain the current level is questionable. Mortgage
rates over 8 percent, a moderating economy and fewer
people moving into the state may combine to slow
the recent pace of single-family home construction.

The construction of multifamily dwelling units
(duplexes, twin homes, apartments and condomini-
ums) continued to decline sharply in the January
to March period. Permits were issued for 593 units

in January, February and March, the same as 1997,
and well below 1998 and 1999 numbers. Multifamily
construction is highly concentrated with four cities
accounting for over one-third of new units: Orem
(82), Salt Lake City (51), St. George (43) and Ogden
(40). Major residential projects during the quarter
are shown in Table 2.

Condominium units continue to constitute a
greater share of multifamily building activity. For
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the first quarter, over 40 percent of multifamily units
were classified as condominiums. The strength in
the  condominium sector is due to many of the same
factors  single-family home construction has remained
strong, i.e., rising incomes and expectations. Also,
lifestyle changes may be better met by the amenities
offered in condominium communities, such as
recreational facilities, and the provision of yard
maintenance. Some of the condominium development
is in recreation areas (Summit and Washington coun-
ties and Bear Lake area), and is part of the second-
home market.

It is unlikely that the multifamily housing sector
will rebound in the near future. While a few major
apartment and condominium projects are in the
planning or building stages, without increased
demand multifamily building will remain lackluster
for the remainder of the year.

Nonresidential Construction
Nonresidential construction activity continues

to remain at high levels. Much of the apparent
strength in this sector, however is due to a single
project. The new McKay-Dee Hospital in Ogden
received a permit in January for $104.6 million,
accounting for over one-third of total nonresidential
construction valuation for the quarter. Several
medium-sized projects received permits during the
period, the largest of which was   a parking garage
($14.1 million) for the new Gateway mixed-use project

 on the west end of downtown Salt Lake City. Other
significant projects authorized during the quarter
were the Main Street Plaza in downtown Salt Lake
City ($9.0 million), Associated Foods
warehouse/distribution center in Farr West ($8.4
million), MCI Worldcom office addition ($6.4 million),
Costco retail remodel in Sandy ($6.1 million) and
a new Institute of Religion at Dixie College in St.
George ($6.0 million). Projects valued at over $1
million are shown in Table 4.

As illustrated in Table 5 and Figure 3, nonresi-
dential construction activity was dominated by the
“other” category—due to the McKay-Dee Hospital
and a parking garage for the Gateway project. The
valuation of construction in the church, office
building, public building and hotel sectors all
recorded levels well below the average of the past
five years. While retail sector valuation was below
average, it was twice the level in 1999 at $43.4
million. Industrial building valuation declined from
last year, but at $35.2 million was above the five-year
average for the sector.

Projects announced or underway will continue
to buoy the nonresidential construction sector for
the remainder of the year. The Gateway project
(office, hotel, retail and entertainment), new Salt
Lake City Library, Chimney Ridge retail center in
Murray and Olympics-related construction should
help sustain nonresidential construction activity.

It should be noted that many nonresidential
building projects are not reflected the data. Most
state buildings and many municipal, county and
school buildings are not required by cities to obtain
permits. “Nonbuilding” projects such as bridges, dams
and roads (including Interstate 15) also are not
reported. Therefore, the nonresidential construction
sector is substantially larger than is reported in
permit-authorized construction data. 

Bureau of the Census Statistics
To determine how construction activity in Utah

compares with the Mountain, Pacific and other
Census regions and the nation, the Bureau of
Economic and Business Research uses statistics
compiled by the U.S. Bureau of the Census. Due to
differences in surveying and modeling methodologies
used by the Census, the statistics are not strictly
comparable to those reported by the Bureau of
Economic and Business Research. Information on
nonresidential building is no longer available.

According to Census statistics, residential
construction was strongest in the West North
Central, Pacific, East North Central and Middle
Atlantic regions. Among Mountain States, Colorado
posted the highest percentage gain in new dwelling
units (11.8%), while Montana and Idaho also showed
increased levels of new home building. All other
Mountain States recorded fewer permits for new
dwelling units than the first quarter of 1999.
Nationwide, permits for new housing units declined
by 1.4 percent.

Single-family dwelling units recorded a slight
0.1 percent increase in the nation during the quarter,
with multifamily units dropping 5.7 percent. Census
data show Utah single-family units declining by 2.7
percent and multifamily units by 35.3 percent. Other
Mountain States experiencing a steep decline in
multifamily building were Wyoming (-83.3%) and
Nevada (-57.5%). All other states in the region
showed substantial gains in new multifamily units.

Residential valuation in the U.S. increased 5.0
percent over the same period last year. In the
Mountain States region, residential valuation posted
gains in Idaho (9.5%), Colorado (7.4%), Montana
(7.1%) and New Mexico (1.4%). Valuation declined
in Arizona, Nevada and Utah. Bureau of the Census
data is shown in Table 6.

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First Quarter 2000 Utah Construction Highlights

# Single-family home construction remained stable (up 0.6 percent). with 3,233 permits issued for
the quarter. Multifamily units fell 45.2 percent to 593 units. Total permit-authorized dwelling
units declined 10.3 percent from first quarter 1999 levels.

# Total residential valuation decreased 2.6 percent from last year due to the weak multifamily sector.
The value of single-family homes rose 5.2 percent.

# Nonresidential construction valuation was up 27.7 percent from 1999, however a single large
project—the new McKay-Dee Hospital in Ogden ($104.6 million)—accounted for over one-third
of  total nonresidential construction valuation for the three-month period.

# Nonresidential additions, alterations and repairs totaled $95.7 million, up nearly 40 percent, while
residential additions, alterations and repairs also posted an increase over 1999, reaching $24.7
million

# Total permit-authorized construction valuation rose 10.2 percent over the first quarter of 1999,
despite the decline in residential construction valuation.

Outlook for 2000

# Residential construction is expected to continue to decline  in 2000. The value of new residential
construction is forecast to fall by about 5 percent, to $2 billion, while the number of units will likely
drop to about 18,000. These new units will include 12,500 single-family homes, 4,000 apartments
and condominiums and 1,500 mobile homes and cabins. With interest rates above 8 percent, single-
family home construction should begin to slow, while construction of  condominiums and apartments
will continue to remain at low levels.

# The value of nonresidential construction is expected to remain at high, if not record levels. The
largest project will be the $250 million, mixed-use Gateway project in Salt Lake City (hotel, office
and retail space).  Nonresidential additions, alterations and repairs should also remain robust
throughout the year.
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
