
CONSTRUCTION
ACTIVITY DOWN
BUT GAINING IN

UTAH

Permit-authorized construction activity in Utah
remained at lower levels than a year ago, although
during the second quarter, some sectors began to
show signs of recovery.  Total permit valuation
reached $1.847 billion for the first six months of the
year, down 10.3 percent. This is an improvement over
the first quarter of 2002, when total valuation was
down by 21.4 percent. With the post-Olympic and
economic downturns both affecting construction
activity, it is encouraging that the trend seems to
be in a more positive direction.

 Single-family home construction remained solid
during the quarter, with 4,159 new homes receiving
permits. Through June, total permits for single-family
homes reached 7,036, down 4.5 percent from the first
half of 2001. Continuing low mortgage rates and
improving economic conditions should help keep
single-family home building at levels close to last
year. Residential construction value, buoyed by single-
family building, is also on pace to reach the same
level as last year.

The number of multifamily units receiving
permits for the first six months of the years declined
by 25.1 percent to 2,112.  Several major projects were
completed prior to the Olympics, exacerbating the
post-Olympic slowdown.

New nonresidential construction slowed
considerably due to both the Olympics and the
national economic slump. As of the end of June $449.1
million in new nonresidential valuation had been
recorded, down 16.7 percent from 2001. This is an
improvement, however, from first quarter data, which
showed a decline of 31.5 percent.

The additions, alterations and repairs sector
has yet to show much improvement, recording a 27.6
percent drop from 2001. Nonresidential renovations
suffered the most, declining 34.8 percent from last
year (Table 1).

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Residential Construction
Construction of multifamily units fell 25.1 percent

from last year to 2,112 units. This was not unex-
pected, as several large projects were pushed ahead
a year or two in order to be completed before the
Winter Olympics. What is unusual in the multifamily
sector is that nearly half of permitted units in 2002
have been condominiums. Over 1,000 condominium
units have received permits over the first two
quarters of the year. Salt Lake County accounts for
470 condominium units, while Utah County recorded
248 units and Wasatch County 125 units.  Condomini-
ums have become more popular alternatives as they
generally offer the amenities of apartment communi-
ties and the tax benefits of home ownership.
Condominiums have also become popular as less
expensive alternatives to traditional single-family
homes. Some condominium projects are marketed
as second homes and vacation properties, especially
in recreation and retirement communities.

Burgeoning enrollments at Utah Valley State
College are fueling apartment construction in the
Provo-Orem area, accounting for about 10 percent
of multifamily construction in the state. Major
projects receiving permits during the second quarter
are listed in Table 2.

Single-family home construction has been the
backbone of construction activity in Utah for the first
half of the year. While the number of single-family
units is down 4.5 percent from the same period of
2001, the second quarter was fairly strong.  Histori-
cally low mortgage rates and population growth
continue to fuel the market for single-family homes.
Uncertainty in the economy may temper the growth
somewhat, but the outlook for the rest of 2002 is for

levels of new single-family home building to be about
the same as last year.

Geographically, single-family home construction
is highly concentrated with three-quarters of new
homes in just four counties:  Salt Lake (1,776),Utah
(1,558)  Davis (1,163) and Washington (743).  Leading
the way in single-family construction is the city of
St. George, in Washington County, where 408 single-
family homes received permits during the first half
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of the year. Other cities with high levels of single-
family home building include South Jordan (285),
West Valley City (252), and Draper (228) in Salt Lake
County; Syracuse (250) in Davis County; and Lehi
(265) in Utah County. 

Nonresidential Construction
New nonresidential construction continued to

lag 2001 levels, as both the national economic slump
and the post-Olympic slowdown dampened activity.
At the end of the second quarter, nonresidential
valuation was down 16.7 percent from last year. The
decline would have been much steeper had it not been
for two major projects which  contributed nearly a
quarter of the total valuation: the new $58.0 million
IHC St. George hospital permitted in the first quarter
and a new athletic complex at BYU, with a permit
valuation of $48.7 million. Other mid-size projects
receiving permits during the second quarter included
an office building in Murray ($9.7 million), a car
dealership in Salt Lake City ($8.9 million), and an
office building in West Jordan ($7.1 million).  Major
nonresidential projects are listed in Table 4.

By sector, the “other building” category led the
way with $207.1 million, which included the new
hospital and the BYU athletic complex. The valuation
for this sector is ahead of the five-year average.  The
only other sector with higher-than-average valuation
through June was churches and religious buildings
at $32 million. The $91.0 million in valuation for office
buildings approached the average of $99.9 million,
but all other sectors posted valuations far below the
averages of the past five years, with industrial, retail
and public buildings recording the lowest valuation
levels of the five-year period (Table 5 and Figure 3).

The outlook for nonresidential construction is
for levels much lower than the past several years.
Little or no employment growth, coupled with high
vacancy rates in some sectors will provide little
incentive for new building investment.  The sole
“mega” project on the horizon is the IHC hospital
complex in Murray, which is slated to break ground
in late 2003, and will be valued at $300 to $400
million.

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Additions, Alterations and Repairs
Over the past several years, the additions,

alterations and repairs sector has accounted for
between 10 and 20 percent of the value of permit-
authorized construction activity. During the first six
months of 2002, this sector accounted for just under
11 percent of total construction value. 

Perhaps more than any other sector, additions,
alterations and repairs reflected the pre-Olympic
build-up and the post-Olympic downturn. Nonresiden-
tial  construction activity increased to record levels
as businesses such as retail, telecommunications and
lodging prepared for an influx of visitors.  With the
end of the Games coinciding with the national
economic downturn, nonresidential renovations
declined considerably, and ended the quarter down
34.8 percent from 2001 levels. 

Only a few multimillion projects received permits
during the second quarter. The largest of these were
an office building remodel in Provo ($4.5 million) and
interior work for the new Clark Planetarium in Salt
Lake City. ($4.2 million). Additions, alterations and
repairs projects over $1 million are listed in Table
6.

Residential additions, alterations and repairs
also remained at lower levels, down 13.2 percent.
For the first half of the year, residential renovations
account for 40 percent of this sector’s valuation,  a
much higher percentage than in recent years when
residential renovations have accounted for about 25
percent of total additions, alterations and repairs.

Bureau of the Census Statistics
To determine how construction activity in Utah

compares with the Mountain, Pacific and other
Census regions and the nation, the Bureau of
Economic and Business Research uses statistics
compiled by the U.S. Bureau of the Census. Due to
differences in surveying and modeling methodologies
used by the Census, the statistics are not strictly
comparable to those reported by the Bureau of
Economic and Business Research. Information on
nonresidential building is not collected by the Census.

According to Census data, residential construc-
tion posted gains nationwide during the first six
months of the year.  The number of single-family
units increased 4.1 percent, multifamily units
declined 2.3 percent, and total units increased by

2.6 percent.  The value of residential construction
activity rose 5.8 percent for the nation as a whole.

In the Mountain region, residential construction
increased by the greatest percentage in Montana,
where the number of new dwelling units increased
34.4 percent  and valuation increased 33.3 percent
over 2001. New Mexico also reported double-digit
gains in single-family building and in valuation.
Wyoming data show increases in both single-family
and multifamily units. Most states in the region
reported a decline in residential construction activity,
due in large part to steep declines in the numbers
of multifamily units receiving building permits.
Bureau of the Census data for states and regions are
shown in Table 7.

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Second Quarter 2002 Highlights

!Buoyed by historically low mortgage rates, construction of single-family homes began to gain strength
during the second quarter.  As of June, 7,036 single-family homes have received permits, down 4.5 percent
from 2001.
!Total dwelling units declined by 8.9 percent, due to a significant drop in the number of new multifamily
units. Several multifamily projects were pushed ahead into 2001 in order to be completed for the 2002 Winter
Olympics.
!Valuation of residential construction posted a decline of 3.6 percent, but began to trend upward along with
single-family home construction. 
!Similarly, nonresidential construction activity began to rebound during the second quarter reaching $449.1
million, 16.7 percent below 2001 and well below record levels reached during the past five years. As with
residential construction, the Olympics likely pushed several multi-million projects ahead by a year or two,
resulting in much lower levels of construction activity for the period immediately following the Games.
!The additions, alterations and repairs sector remains depressed, declining 27.6 percent from 2001, with
$202.7 million in construction valuation.  
!Total construction value for the first six months of the years reached $1.846 billion, down 10.3 percent.
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
