
SINGLE-FAMILY
BUILDING BUOYS
CONSTRUCTION

After a sluggish start in 2002, permit-authorized
construction continued to pick up during the months
of July, August and September. Total permit
valuation reached $2.9 billion, down 5.9 percent from
2001 levels. This is an improvement over the first
half of the year, which showed a decline of 10.3
percent from year-ago levels.

Leading the way was single-family home
construction. Permits were issued for 4,053 homes
during the third quarter, bringing the 2002 total to
11,089,a number 2.0 percent higher than last year.
Historically low mortgage rates fueled the resurgent
single-family home market and will likely continue
to keep this sector fairly active into the near future.

Also showing improvement was the multifamily
building sector. Although the number of apartment
and condominium units receiving permits declined
15.0 percent from 2001, the third quarter of 2002
was stronger than the same period a year ago.

Residential valuation also ended the quarter in
positive territory, up 3.9 percent to $1.9 billion. The
value of residential building is on pace to reach record
levels during 2002.  This is due to both the strength
of the single-family sector and the fact that nearly
half of multifamily units built this year are condomin-
iums, rather than apartments.

New nonresidential construction valuation
remained well below the $804.9 million recorded in
2001, and $943.0 million reported in 2000.  For the
first nine months of 2002, $693.6 million in new
nonresidential construction has been reported, a 13.8
percent drop from last year.  

The additions, alterations and repairs sector was
the sole construction sector to worsen during the third
quarter, declining to $305.6 million (-31.5 %) from
2001. The value of residential additions, alterations
and repairs was down 20.1 percent to $128.0 million,
while nonresidential additions, alterations and
repairs dropped 38.0 percent to $177.6 million (Table
1).

Residential Construction
Single-family home construction has been the

sole bright spot in Utah construction activity for 2002,
with the strongest third quarter in six years. Spurred
by record low interest rates, 11,089 permits for new
single-family homes were recorded, a gain of 2.0
percent over last year. 

Eight of ten single-family homes receiving
permits in 2002 have been located in just five
counties: Salt Lake (2,729), Utah (2,467), Davis
(1,839), Washington (1,210) and Weber (750). New
single-family home construction was up 16.7 percent
in Washington County and 11.3 percent in Davis
County over the same period in 2001. The number
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of permits issued for single-family homes in Salt Lake
County was up only slightly (0.4%), while fewer
permits were issued through September in Weber
(-4.0%) and Utah counties (-6.3%) than in 2001.

Multifamily construction activity was expected
to decline in 2002 as several major apartment and
condominium projects were pushed ahead to serve
as Olympic housing. For the first nine months of 2002,
3,246 multifamily units were authorized, a decline
of 15.0 percent from 2001.

Construction of new condominium units remained
strong, accounting for 1,530 of the total number of
units in the multifamily sector, or 47.1 percent. The
tax advantages of home ownership, the amenities
of planned communities, generally lower housing
prices and low mortgage interest rates serve as
incentives to many first-time home buyers and also
those who are downsizing from traditional detached
single-family homes. The strength of the condomin-
ium sector is illustrated by the number of major
projects receiving permits during the third quarter.
Fourteen of 22 projects over $1 million consisted of
condominiums (Table 2).

Nonresidential Construction
After a steep decline in the first quarter of 2002,

nonresidential construction began a moderate
comeback through the summer. Through September,
the valuation of new, nonresidential construction
was $693.6 million, 13.8 percent less than the same
period of 2001, and a 36.0 percent drop from two years
ago. Notably, the areas of the state most impacted
by the Winter Olympic Games showed the most
improvement in nonresidential construction activity.

Salt Lake County recorded $216.8 million in
nonresidential construction for the period, down 43.2
percent. Salt Lake County nonresidential construction
value was down by  52.3 percent and 65.6 percent
at the end of the second and first quarters, respec-
tively.

Other areas of the state with significant
nonresidential construction activity include Utah
County ($174.2 million), Washington County ($96.5
million), Davis County ($40.3 million), Weber County
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($33.0 million), and Cache County ($29.0 million).
These counties, along with Salt Lake County, account
for 85 percent of nonresidential construction value
for the January through September period.

The number of major multi-million dollar projects
was down significantly for the first three quarters
of 2002. The largest project receiving a permit  during
the third quarter, a new Utah County Health
Department building was valued at $13.9 million.
Other major projects during the quarter include a
new ice cream manufacturing plant in St. George,
($13.3 million), a hotel in Summit County at The
Canyons Ski Resort ($10.2 million), a Walmart in
Layton ($9.5 million) and a new multi-cultural center
in West Valley City ($8.3 million).  A list of major
projects permitted during the third quarter is shown
in Table 4. 

While the lack of significant “mega” projects has
contributed to the decline in nonresidential construc-
tion valuation, a project slated for 2003 will boost
the nonresidential sector in the coming months.
Intermountain Health Care is breaking ground on
a flagship hospital campus in Murray, and will likely
add $400 to $500 million in permit valuation in 2003.

Analysis of nonresidential construction activity
by major sector reveals that in 2002, only two sectors
have recorded valuation at higher levels than their
corresponding five-year averages. The valuation of
churches and religious buildings was $46.5 million,
up slightly from the average, while the value of “other
buildings” totaled $280.3 million, about $30 million
more than the five-year average for this sector (Table
5 and Figure 3).

The nonresidential sector posting the steepest
decline was industrial buildings, with $67.6 million
in valuation, 43.9 percent less than the five-year
average. Other sectors with lower-than-average
valuation were hotels and motels (-41.3 %), public
buildings (-32.4 %), retail buildings (-21%), and office
buildings (-16.6%).  Given the slow economy and a
surplus of existing space in most nonresidential
sectors, the outlook for nonresidential construction
is somewhat muted, with the exception of the new
IHC hospital mentioned above.

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Additions, Alterations and Repairs
Construction activity in the additions, alterations

and repairs sector continued to decline during the
third quarter.  The national and state economic slump
limited business expansion and consumers reigned
in spending, resulting in less activity in both the
nonresidential and residential parts of this sector.
For the first three quarters of 2002, $305.6 million
in valuation was recorded for this sector as a whole,
the lowest level since 1997.

Hardest hit were nonresidential additions,
alterations and repairs, declining 38.0 percent from
2001 levels. In the past few years, nonresidential
additions and renovations have accounted for as much
as 75 percent of total additions, alterations and
repairs value.  Through the first three quarters of
2002, the nonresidential renovations account for 58
percent of the valuation in this sector.

Just one large permit was issued during the
quarter,  an addition to Primary Children’s Hospital
in Salt Lake City with a permit value of $11.0 million
(Table 6). Few multi-million dollar additions and
remodels are expected for the rest of the year, adding
to the likelihood for continued weakness in this sector.

Bureau of the Census Statistics
To determine how construction activity in Utah

compares with other Census regions and the nation,
the Bureau of Economic and Business Research uses
statistics compiled by the U.S. Bureau of the Census.
Due to differences in surveying and modeling
methodologies used by the Census, the statistics are
not strictly comparable to those reported by the
Bureau of Economic and Business Research.
Information on nonresidential building is not collected
by the Bureau of the Census.

According to Census data, residential construc-
tion posted gains nationwide during the first nine
months of the year.  The number of single-family
units increased 6.1 percent, multifamily units climbed
1.4 percent, and total units increased by 5.0 percent.
The value of residential construction activity rose
a healthy 8.9 percent for the nation as a whole.

In the Mountain region, residential construction
continued strong in Montana, where the number of
new dwelling units increased 48.1 percent and
valuation increased 41.9 percent over 2001. New
Mexico also reported double-digit gains in new
dwelling units and in valuation.  Data for Utah and
Wyoming show higher numbers of single-family
homes. Both Colorado and Nevada continue to exhibit
considerable weakness in residential construction
activity, due in large part to steep declines in the
number of multifamily units receiving building
permits. Bureau of the Census data for states and
regions are shown in Table 7.
