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RESIDENTIAL CONSTRUCTION POSTS
THIRD QUARTER RECORD

Total permit-authorized construction value through
September of 2003 reached $3.3 billion, an increase of
14.5 percent over the same period in 2002 and the
highest nine-month total ever recorded in Utah, even
after adjusting for inflation. The record valuation was
due entirely to residential construction activity, as
double-digit increases were recorded in both single-
family homes and multifamily units.

During the quarter, permits were issued for 7,075 new
residential units, a record for the third quarter. Not only
was the number of new units a record for the July,
August, September period, the valuation of residential
construction totaled an extraordinary $920 million,
ranking well ahead of any other third quarter in the
state's history. Of the new dwelling units, permits were
issued for 4,781 single-family homes, bringing the total
for the year to 12,674, up 14.3 percent over 2002.
Permits were issued for 2,055 new multifamily units

during July, August and September, driven in part by a
rising number of new condominium units. For the year,
4,422 new apartment and condominium units have
received permits, an increase of 36.1 percent from the
same period last year. Mobile/manufactured homes and
cabins registered an 8.2 percent decline from last year
with 612 units. For the year, permits have been issued
for a total of 17,708 new dwelling units with a valuation

of $2.3 billion (Table 1).

In contrast, nonresidential construction value for the
first nine months of the year totaled $613.4 million,
down 11.6 percent from 2002 and the lowest level since
1994. The decline in nonresidential construction
activity is due to excess capacity, particularly in office
and industrial space, with retail buildings the only
nonresidential sector to show healthy growth.

The additions, alterations and repairs sector continued
to rebound, increasing by 24.8 percent over 2002 for the
year to $381.3 million. Nonresidential additions,
alterations and repairs increased 51.0 percent, to $268.2
million, while residential additions, alterations and
repairs declined 11.6 percent to $113.1 million.

Residential Construction

Single-family homebuilding posted the strongest third
quarter in Utah history in 2003, as permits were issued
for 4,781 new homes, an 18.0 percent increase over the
same quarter of 2002. For the first nine months of the
year, 12,674 single-family homes have received building
permits, a level not seen since 1978 when permits for
12,835 single-family homes were issued for the same
period. Residential valuation stood at a record $2.3
billion through September, due in large part to the
strength of the single-family construction market.

Multifamily building regained momentum in the third
quarter, buoyed by several large apartment and
condominium projects. Notably, of the 4,422 new
multifamily units authorized this year, 2,174 (49.2%) have
been condominiums or townhomes, which have, like
single-family homes, received a significant boost from low
mortgage rates. Four multi-million dollar multifamily
projects received permits during the quarter: a 244-unit
condominium complex in West Valley City ($19.4
million), a 240-unit condominium complex in Pleasant
Grove ($17.6 million), a 110-unit condominium project in
Summit County ($10.3 million) and a senior apartment
building in Taylorsville ($9.2 million). The preponderance
of condominiums and townhomes in multifamily
construction is clearly illustrated in Table 2.

Salt Lake County continued to be the center of residential
construction activity, as one-third of new dwelling units
authorized this year have been located in the county, mostly
in the fast-growing suburbs. West Jordan replaced St.
George as the city issuing the most permits for the
construction of single-family homes with 836 through
September while St. George issued 727 permits. Other
cities with impressive numbers of new single-family permits

were Herriman (566), Syracuse (521), and Lehi (500).

The leaders in new multifamily units were St. George (482
units), West Jordan (469 units), West Valley (448 units)
and Sandy (382 units). For the January-to-September
period, 84 percent of new multifamily units statewide
were located in three counties: Salt Lake (2,021 units),
Utah (1,083 units) and Washington (591). Residential
construction by county, type of unit and valuation is

shown in Table 3.

The single-family home sector should continue to lift the
construction industry for the remainder of 2003, posting
new records in valuation, and possibly a record number of
new homes. High apartment vacancy rates will keep
construction of new projects at moderate levels, although at
higher levels than 2002. As long as mortgage rates remain
relatively low, construction of new condominiums and
townhomes will continue to account for an increasing share
of the multifamily market.

Nonresidential Construction

Nonresidential construction activity in Utah continued to
limp along during the third quarter. Valuation for new
nonresidential buildings fell 11.6 percent to $613.4
million, the lowest nine- month figure since 1994, even in
inflation-adjusted dollars. Nonresidential construction

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has lagged mainly because of two factors: an oversupply of
office, retail and warehouse space, and lack of new
business investment. Retail building is well ahead of last
year, due largely to several new “big box” retail stores,
including six new Wal-Mart Supercenters.

There were several large projects which received permits
during the quarter. The largest two were Wal-Mart
Supercenters: one in Salt Lake City, with a valuation of
$19.3 million and the second in West Valley City with a
valuation of $11.5 million. A food processing plant in
Ogden at just under $10 million, a condominium hotel
in Midway for $6.4 million and a long-term care center
in Delta, valued at $5.8 million were the major projects

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outside of Salt Lake County. Nonresidential construction
activity in Salt Lake County is up 9.1 percent over 2002
and accounts for 38.6 percent of statewide nonresidential
value at $236.6 million. Far behind are Utah County,
recording $96.9 million (-44.4% from 2002), Davis
County with $69.6 million (up 72.8%) and Weber
County with $53.3 million (up 61.5%) A list of
nonresidential projects over $1.0 million receiving permits
during the quarter is shown in Table 4.

As illustrated in Table 5 and Figure 3, all major types of
nonresidential buildings showed below-average valuation
during the quarter with the exception of retail buildings.
Retail buildings, spurred by the aggressive expansion of

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Wal-Mart in the state registered $174.0 million in
valuation through the first three quarters of 2003. While
still well below recent averages, industrial building
valuation increased 34.5 percent over last year to $90.9
million. All other types of nonresidential building also
posted lower-than-average valuations for the January-

through-September period.

Nonresidential construction activity is not likely to reach
the levels seen in the late 1990s in the foreseeable future.
While site preparation is underway at the new
Intermountain Health Care hospital campus in Murray,
with building permits expected to be issued late this year or
early next year, there are few other major projects on the
horizon. It should be noted, however, that many public
buildings (federal, state and local) do not require city
permits, and therefore do not appear in the permit-
authorized building data. There are several public buildings
planned and under construction, including school
buildings, higher education buildings and the
reconstruction of the Utah State Capitol building. Also not
included in permit-authorized data are construction of
roads and highways, and construction of light rail.

Additions, Alterations and Repairs

The residential and nonresidential additions, alterations
and repairs sector reached record levels in 2000, followed
by another strong year in 2001, then plummeted 30
percent in 2002. For the January-through-September
period, valuation in 2003 posted far from record levels,
but showed a significant turn-around from last year. The
additions, alterations and repairs sector increased 24.8
percent over the same period of 2002, to a value of $381.3
million. The increase was due entirely to nonresidential
activity in this sector which rose 51.0 percent to $268.2
million. Residential renovations showed a decline in value,
down 11.6 percent to $113.1 million.

Large projects receiving permits during the quarter include
the renovation of the intermodal transportation hub in
Salt Lake City, valued at $6.4 million, a warehouse
addition in Salt Lake City ($3.6 million), a retail mall
addition in Logan, a hospital addition in Vernal and a
school remodel in Provo, each valued at $3.3 million.
Additions, alterations and repair projects receiving permits
valued at more than $1.0 million are shown in Table 6.

Bureau of the Census Statistics

To determine how construction activity in Utah
compares with other Census regions and the nation, the
Bureau of Economic and Business Research uses statistics

and Business Research. Information on nonresidential
building by state is not collected by the Census.

According to Census data, residential construction
activity remained robust nationwide during the first nine
months of the year. The number of single-family units
receiving permits increased 9.0 percent, while multifamily
units increased 2.7 percent, and total units increased by
7.5 percent. The value of residential construction activity
rose 13.3 percent for the nation as a whole.

In the Mountain region, Colorado remained the sole state
to record declines in residential construction across the

board with permits for single-family units down 8.2 percent,
multifamily units declining by 52.3 percent and valuation
down 3.7 percent. The number of new multifamily units
declined in Arizona (-21.4%) and Montana (-10.7%). All
other Mountain region states posted gains in both single-
family and multifamily construction.

Strong growth in new single-family homes was
registered in Nevada (25.6%), Idaho (22.6%),
Wyoming (20.9%), Arizona (16.5%), Utah (16.3%),
Montana (15.2%) and New Mexico (11.6%). Permit-
authorized multifamily units rose 65.9 percent in

Wyoming, 33.0 percent in Idaho, 32.4 percent in
Nevada, 31.7 percent in New Mexico and 11.8 percent
in Utah. Bureau of the Census data for states and
regions are shown in Table 7.

Third Quarter 2003 Highlights and Outlook

* Single-family home building reached record levels in
the third quarter. More single-family homes received
permits in July, August and September than any other
third quarter in Utah's history and fell just short of the
record established in the second quarter of 1978. For
the quarter, 4,781 permits were issued for new single-
family homes, an 18.0 percent increase over the third
quarter of 2002. For the year, 12,674 permits have
been issued for single-family homes, up 14.3 percent
from year-ago levels. Single-family homebuilding may
come close to a record in 2003, but fall short of the
17,424 homes permitted in 1977.

* Multifamily construction also posted a strong third
quarter, with the number of units up 81.0 percent over
the same quarter in 2002. Multifamily units for the

year are up 36.1 percent to a total of 4,422 apartment
and condominium units. For the balance of 2003,
multifamily construction should increase from 2002
levels, with condominiums continuing to account for
close to half of new units

* Residential valuation reached record levels for the nine-
month period, totaling $2.3 billion. Valuation of new
homes and apartments is on pace to break the $3.0
billion mark for the year, eclipsing the previous record
of $2.7 billion (inflation-adjusted) posted in 1996.

* Nonresidential construction activity remained at its
lowest level in 10 years with only the retail sector
showing signs of strength. Valuation of new
nonresidential construction through September
totaled $613.4 million, down 11.6 percent from 2002.
Excess capacity in office and industrial buildings will
continue to dampen demand for new nonresidential
construction.

* The additions, alterations and repairs sector recorded
another strong quarter, with nonresidential renovations
up 51.0 percent. Together, valuation of residential and
nonresidential additions, alterations and repairs
reached $381.3 million through September, up 24.8
percent from the same period in 2002.

* Total permit-authorized construction value for the first
nine months of 2003 reached a record $3.3 billion, a
14.5 percent increase over the same period in 2002.
