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2003 CONSTRUCTION VALUE SETS
RECORD IN UTAH

Propelled by strong single-family construction activity
and unexpected modest growth in nonresidential
construction, the value of permit-authorized
construction in Utah during 2003 reached a record
$4.56 billion. This record total marks an increase of 20.6
percent over the same period in 2002 and far surpasses
the previous high of $3.97 billion posted in 1999.

The 16,515 new single-family homes receiving permits
during the year is second only to 1978, when 17,424
permits were issued for single-family homes in the state.
New apartments and condominiums added 5,555 new
units, an increase of 33.9 percent over 2002. The total
value of residential construction soared to $3.0 billion, a
22.3 percent increase over last year.

Faring surprisingly well was the nonresidential
construction sector, which recorded $1.0 billion in
valuation, an increase of 13.4 percent over year-ago levels.
Two large projects late in the year reversed the decline in
nonresidential construction activity, and the retail sector
received a significant boost from several new “big box”
stores which began construction during the year.
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The additions, alterations and repairs sector also
rebounded nicely, recording a 26.5 percent increase over
2002 levels, with just under $500 million in valuation.
Significantly, nonresidential additions, alterations and
repairs rose 50.5 percent over 2002, accounting for
$354.3 million of the sector total. Additions, alterations
and repairs to residential buildings declined 9.4 percent
from year-ago levels (Table 1).

Residential Construction
Single-family homebuilding continued strong in the
fourth quarter, but cooled somewhat from the record-
breaking levels of the third quarter. Permits were issued
for 3,841 new homes in October, November and
December, a 13.8 percent increase over the same quarter
of 2002. For the year, 16,515 single-family homes
received building permits, second only to the 17,424
permits issued in 1978. Residential valuation for the
single-family sector was a record $2.5 billion. 

Single-family home construction was especially strong in
Salt Lake County during 2003, with 4,909 new homes
receiving permits. Utah County (3,375), Davis County
(2,608), Washington County (1,811), and Weber
County (1,074) also recorded significant numbers of
new single-family homes. These five counties accounted
for more than eight of ten single-family home permits

issued in Utah during 2003. West Jordan led individual
cities in the number of permits issued for single-family
homes during 2003, with 1,151. St. George posted
another solid year, with 954 homes receiving permits.
Other cities with substantial numbers of new single-
family homes were Herriman (696), Lehi (684), Syracuse
(623), South Jordan (584) and Draper (578).

Condominiums and townhomes continue to become
more important to the multifamily building sector. Of

the 5,555 new multifamily units authorized this year,
2,977 (53.4%) have been condominiums or townhomes,
which have—like single-family homes—received a
significant boost from low mortgage rates. The largest
multifamily project in the fourth quarter was an $11.2
million, 137-unit condominium complex in West
Jordan. Other large projects included a $4.8 million, 52-
unit condominium project in Summit County, a $4.2
million, 72-unit apartment complex in Logan and a $3.2
million, 48-unit apartment project in St. George. The
preponderance of condominiums and townhomes in
multifamily construction is clearly illustrated in Table 2.

Over 80 percent of new apartment and condominium
construction was concentrated in just three counties:
Salt Lake County (2,407 units), Utah County (1,272
units) and Washington County (846 units). St. George
issued permits for 731 new multifamily units, followed
by West Jordan (648), West Valley (522), Sandy (398)
and Pleasant Grove (317). Residential construction by
county, type of unit and valuation is shown in Table 3.

With mortgage rates expected to remain below 6.5
percent, and an improving economy, the single-family
home sector should continue to buoy the construction
industry well into 2004, and stay close to—or slightly
under—2003 levels. More new residents moving into the
state, along with strong sales of existing homes add to the
rosy outlook for the single-family market in the near
future. High apartment vacancy rates will keep
construction of new projects at moderate levels. With

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expected low mortgage rates keeping home ownership
costs competitive with rental costs, construction of new
condominiums and townhomes will continue to account
for an increasing share of the multifamily market.

Nonresidential Construction
The nonresidential construction sector fared surprisingly
well in 2003, reaching $1.0 billion in valuation, an

increase of 13.4 percent over year-ago levels. Two large
projects late in the year reversed the decline in
nonresidential construction activity: Utah Power’s $200
million gas-fired power plant in Juab County and a new
$55.0 million Wal-Mart distribution center in Grantsville.
These two projects accounted for one-quarter of new
nonresidential construction value in 2003. The retail
sector received a significant boost from eight new Wal-

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Mart Supercenters, which began construction during the
year and added $74.0 million to nonresidential
construction value. 

Importantly, if the $200 million value of the power
plant is excluded from nonresidential valuation data,
2003 would have been the weakest year since 1993
(adjusting for inflation) in the nonresidential
construction sector.

There were several other large projects which received
permits during the fourth quarter. The largest was a
manufacturing/research lab for Watson Labs at University
of Utah Research Park. A new $7.6 million Wal-Mart
Supercenter in Lindon and a $5.6 million assisted living

center in Taylorsville were also issued permits. A list of
nonresidential projects over $1.0 million receiving
permits during the quarter is shown in Table 4.

As illustrated in Table 5 and Figure 3, most major
nonresidential sectors experienced activity well below
their respective averages for the past five years. The
valuation of new office buildings for 2003 reached
$110.9 million, while the five-year average for office
buildings is $185.9 million. Public building valuation
also posted levels significantly lower than previous years.
The construction of public projects peaked in the years
before the 2002 Winter Olympics and the post-
Olympic drop-off, as well as tight public budgets during
the economic downturn have resulted in far fewer public
projects during the past two years.

The increase in industrial building valuation may be a
bit misleading. Two projects account for 70 percent of
industrial building value. The Juab County power plant
and the new Wal-Mart distribution center are both
included in this category. Aside from these two projects,
building of new manufacturing and industrial projects
recorded levels considerably below the five-year average.

Showing prodigious growth was the retail sector. Permits
were issued for eight new Wal-Mart Supercenters, for a
total of $74.0 million. The entire retail sector posted
$205.6 million in value, therefore the new Wal-Mart
stores accounted for 36 percent of the retail sector. It is
not likely that retail will stay at such high levels as Wal-
Mart slows its growth in the state, however, other big
box retailers, such as Kohl’s, are poised to begin several
new projects during 2004.

Nonresidential construction projects which are
population-driven (churches, retail, health care) stand to
outperform other types of nonresidential construction
in the near future. Vacancy rates are still high for existing
office and industrial space which will dampen demand
for the construction of new buildings. Nonresidential
construction activity will receive a lift in 2004 from the
Intermountain Medical Center in Murray (over $200
million), which is slated to begin construction. Also on
the horizon is the redevelopment of commercial space,
along with new higher education facilities planned by
the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints for
downtown Salt Lake City. The redevelopment project is
in the $500 million range, and will take place over the
course of several years.

Additions, Alterations and Repairs
The residential and nonresidential additions, alterations
and repairs sector reached record levels in 2000, declined
slightly in 2001, then plummeted 30 percent in 2002.
Construction valuation for this sector in 2003 showed a
significant turn-around from last year, increasing by 26.5
percent over 2002, to a value of $497.0 million. The
increase was due entirely to nonresidential activity in this
sector which rose 50.5 percent to $354.3 million.
Residential renovations showed a decline in value, down
9.4 percent to $142.7 million.

Large projects receiving permits during the fourth
quarter include a $9.5 million addition to the Schreiber
Foods plant in Logan, a $6.7 million addition to the

Kimberly-Clark plant in Weber County and a $4.6
million addition to Pioneer Valley Hospital in West
Valley City. Additions, alterations and repair projects
receiving permits valued at more than $1.0 million are
shown in Table 6.

Non-Permit Construction
Many public buildings (federal, state, local, and schools)
do not require city permits, and therefore do not appear
in the permit-authorized building data. Also not
included in permit-authorized data are infrastructure
projects such as construction of roads and highways,
light rail, commuter rail, pipelines and dams. In order to
put permit-authorized construction into perspective,

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BEBR contacted school districts and state officials for
data on public building. Road construction value in
2003 was reported by McGraw-Hill Construction.
(Some school districts require local building permits,
consequently, a small number of the projects included
below are also included in the permit-authorized
construction data.)

During 2003, 19 of the 40 school districts in Utah
reported a total of $212.6 million in construction value,
consisting of $128.2 million in new school construction
and $84.5 million in additions and alterations. Four
school districts accounted for the bulk of the
construction: Alpine ($39.3 million), Davis ($34.0
million), Jordan (29.8 million) and Salt Lake ($26.1
million). The largest projects were the reconstruction of

North Davis Junior High School ($16.9 million) and
the $10.0 million Ecker Hill Elementary School
addition in Park City School District.

The state of Utah reported $67.5 million in building
construction value for 2003, with $32.5 million in new
construction and $35.0 million in additions and
alterations. New student housing at Southern Utah
University was the largest project at $8.6 million,
followed by a $6.5 million youth corrections facility in
Washington County. State road construction for 2003
totaled $269.2 million, as reported by McGraw-Hill
Construction. Altogether, public school buildings, state
buildings and state roads added nearly $550 million in
construction value during 2003 (Table 7).

Bureau of the Census Statistics
To determine how construction activity in Utah
compares with other Census regions and the nation, the
Bureau of Economic and Business Research uses statistics
compiled by the U.S. Bureau of the Census. Due to
differences in surveying and modeling methodologies
used by the Census, the statistics are not strictly
comparable to those reported by the Bureau of Economic
and Business Research. Information on nonresidential
building by state is not collected by the Census.

According to Census data, residential construction
activity posted gains nationwide in 2003. The number
of single-family units receiving permits increased 9.3
percent, while multifamily units increased 2.8 percent,
and total units authorized increased by 7.7 percent. The
value of residential construction activity rose a healthy
13.9 percent for the nation as a whole.

Mountain region states—with the notable exception of

new dwelling units receiving permits during the year.
The number of new multifamily units jumped 83.9
percent in Wyoming, 25.6 percent in Nevada and 17.1
percent in Utah. Conversely, new multifamily units
authorized declined by 51.4 percent in Colorado, 11.2
percent in Montana, 7.6 percent in New Mexico and
5.9 percent in Arizona.

Double-digit gains in new single-family homes were
registered in all Mountain states, except Colorado,
which posted a 5.9 percent decline for the year. Permits

issued for single-family homes rose in Idaho (21.7%),
Nevada (21.1%), Wyoming (19.4%), Arizona (17.2%),
Utah (16.8%), New Mexico (14.3%) and Montana
(10.6%). Bureau of the Census data for states and
regions are shown in Table 8.

Fourth Quarter 2003 Highlights and Outlook
• Single-family home building reached near-record

levels in 2003, with 16,515 new homes receiving
permits, second only to the 17,424 permits issued in
1978. The value of single-family construction in 2003
was $2.5 billion, and accounted for 83.3 percent of
residential construction value and 55.6 percent of
total permit-authorized construction value in Utah.

• Multifamily construction also showed strength in
2003, with 5,555 new apartment and condominium
units authorized, up 33.9 percent over 2002 and the
highest number since 1998. Construction of
condominiums will likely account for an increasing
share of new multifamily units, as low mortgage rates
make home ownership more accessible to those who
may otherwise live in rental units.

• Residential valuation soared to record levels in 2003,
totaling $3.0 billion, eclipsing the previous record of
$2.7 billion (inflation-adjusted) posted in 1996.
While demand for new residential building in 2004
may be somewhat reduced by the boom in 2003,
residential construction activity is expected to remain
at high levels in the near future. 

• Nonresidential construction unexpectedly increased,
due to two large permits issued during the fourth
quarter—the $200 million Currant Creek gas-fired
power plant in Mona, and a $55.0 million permit for
the new Wal-Mart distribution center in Grantsville.
Valuation of nonresidential construction reached $1.0
billion for the year, 13.4 percent above 2002 levels.
The outlook for 2004 is for about the same amount.
Excess capacity in hotels, office and industrial
buildings will continue to dampen demand in those
sectors while new hospital construction (IHC) and
construction related to downtown redevelopment in
Salt Lake City will help offset those declines.

• The additions, alterations and repairs sector
rebounded nicely, recording a 26.5 percent increase
over 2002 levels, with just under $500 million in
valuation. Significantly, nonresidential additions,
alterations and repairs rose 50.5 percent over 2002,
accounting for $354.3 million of the sector total.
Additions, alterations and repairs to residential
buildings declined 9.4 percent from year-ago levels.

• The total permit-authorized construction value of
$4.56 billion marks an increase of 20.6 percent over
2002 and far surpasses the previous high of $3.97
billion posted in 1999. Total construction activity in
2004 should remain near 2003 levels, and help sustain
higher levels of economic growth in the state.
