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UTAH CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY
STARTS STRONG IN 2004

A much hardier nonresidential construction sector and
still-strong demand for new single-family home
construction pushed permit-authorized construction
valuation above 1 billion dollars for the first three
months of 2004, the first time the billion-dollar mark
has been reached so early in the year. The value of
permit-authorized construction in Utah recorded $1.02
billion through March, a hefty increase of 21.4 percent
over the same period in 2003.

After a cold and snowy January dampened construction
of single-family homes, activity picked up and the
quarter ended ahead of last year. The number of permits
issued for new single-family homes rose 2.2 percent to
3,541 for the months of January, February and March
2004, second only to the 3,975 homes authorized in the
first quarter of 1978. New apartments and
condominiums added 1,376 new units, an increase of
21.9 percent over the same period in 2003 and the most
new units authorized in the January-to-March period
since 1995. Notably, nearly 60 percent of new
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multifamily units authorized during the quarter were
condominiums and townhomes, rather than rental
units. The total value of residential construction soared
to $708.7 million, an increase of 16.9 percent over last
year. Much of the increase in valuation is likely due to
rising costs of building materials and fuel.

The nonresidential construction sector rebounded from
a miserable performance in the first quarter of 2003.
Nonresidential valuation reached $213.3 million
through March, a gain of 53.9 percent over the same
quarter of 2003. A number of large projects begun
during the quarter buoyed the nonresidential
construction sector, with continued improvement
expected as economic conditions improve.

The additions, alterations and repairs sector also began
the year well below year-ago levels, but ended the
quarter 2.4 percent ahead of 2003, recording $95.8
million in valuation. Nonresidential additions,
alterations and repairs declined 4.2 percent from the
same period in 2003 to $62.2 million. Significantly,
residential additions, alterations and repairs rose 17.3
percent over 2003 to $33.6 million (Table 1).

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Residential Construction
Single-family homebuilding continued strong in the
first three months of the year, but still failed to reach the
record set in 1978 (3,975 permits). Permits were issued
for 3,541 new homes in January, February and March, a
2.2 percent increase over the same quarter of 2003. A
bitter cold and snowy January contributed to a slow start
for single-family homes, with activity picking up
substantially in February and March. Residential
valuation for the single-family sector reached a first
quarter record of $581.5 billion, 14.5 percent higher
than the same period in 2003. Steep increases in the
costs of building materials, including lumber, dry wall
and steel, account for much of the increase in valuation.

Single-family home construction was especially strong
in Salt Lake County during 2003, and this trend
continued into the first quarter of 2004. Of the 3,541
new single-family homes authorized state-wide during
the quarter, 1,085 were in Salt Lake County. Other
counties with significant numbers of single-family
homes were Utah (712), Davis (602), and Washington
(482). These four counties accounted for more than
eight of ten single-family home permits issued in Utah
during the first quarter. Herriman, in southwest Salt
Lake County, led individual cities in the number of
permits issued for single-family homes, with 224,
followed by St. George with 215, Lehi and West Jordan,

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each with 190, and Washington City, with 124 homes
receiving permits. 

Condominiums and townhomes continue to become
more important to the multifamily building sector. Of
the 1,376 new multifamily units authorized through
March, 790 (57.4%) have been condominiums or
townhomes, which have—like single-family homes—
received a significant boost from low mortgage rates.

The largest multifamily project in the first quarter was a
$7.8 million, 96-unit apartment complex in the Cache
County city of Providence. Other large projects
included a $5.5 million, 121-unit condominium project
in Draper, a $4.7 million, 55-unit condominium
complex in Orem and a $3.8 million, 30-unit
condominium project in Salt Lake County. Large
condominiums and apartment projects are shown in
Table 2.

About half (352) of the townhome and condominium
units receiving permits in January, February and March,
were located in Salt Lake County. Utah County
recorded 197 units, and Washington County 163 units.
Three-quarters of new apartment and condominium
construction was concentrated in just three counties:
Utah County (393 units), Salt Lake County (358 units)
and Washington County (270 units). St. George issued
permits for 243 new multifamily units, followed by
Orem (154), and Draper (121). Residential
construction by county, type of unit and valuation is
shown in Table 3.

With mortgage rates expected to remain around 6.5
percent, and an improving economy, the single-family
home sector should continue to buoy the construction
industry well through 2004, and stay close to—or
slightly under—2003 levels. More new residents moving
into the state, along with strong sales of existing homes
add to the rosy outlook for the single-family market in
the near future. High apartment vacancy rates will keep
construction of new projects at moderate levels. With
expected low mortgage rates keeping home ownership
costs competitive with rental costs, construction of new
condominiums and townhomes will continue to
account for an increasing share of the multifamily
market.

Nonresidential Construction
For the first quarter of 2004, nonresidential
construction rebounded nicely from the same period a
year ago, recording an increase of 53.9 percent.
However, nonresidential construction at the same point
in 2003 was at the lowest level in 10 years. The current
level of nonresidential construction is still well below the
records reached during the first part of the decade, when
preparations for the 2002 Winter Olympic Games were
in full swing. During the months of January, February
and March 2004, permit-authorized nonresidential
valuation totaled $213.3 million, nearly $100 million
less than the first quarter of 2001.

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The largest project receiving a permit during the quarter
was a water treatment facility (located in Hurricane, but
owned by St. George City), valued at $23.5 million.
Several other large projects received permits during the
first quarter including an office building/research facility
at the University of Utah Research Park valued at $12.0
million and an underground tunnel/parking in
downtown Salt Lake City, with a permit value of $11.9
million. Other multimillion dollar projects were an
office building ($6.2 million) and a golf course club

house ($6.1 million), both located in St. George, a new
Home Depot store located in unincorporated Salt Lake
County ($5.6 million), a health care center in Salt Lake
City ($5.5 million) and a new Kohl’s department store
in West Valley City, valued at $5.1 million. A list of
nonresidential projects over $1.0 million receiving
permits during the quarter is shown in Table 4.

As illustrated in Table 5 and Figure 3, the performance
of major nonresidential sectors was mixed, with the

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valuations for churches, retail stores, hotels, public
buildings and other buildings posting levels above their
respective averages for the past five years. The valuation
of new office buildings, industrial buildings and hospital
buildings all showed lower-than-average activity for the
first quarter of 2004. Construction of new
manufacturing and industrial buildings, in particular,
remained sluggish at about half the level seen during the
first part of the decade. Public building valuation
reversed a decline in the post-Olympic years to record
significant gains during the first three months of 2004,
while retail stores continued to dominate nonresidential
construction reaching a valuation of $50.2 million, and
accounting for a fourth of total nonresidential
construction value.

The nonresidential construction sector fared
surprisingly well in 2003, reaching $1.0 billion in
valuation. While nonresidential construction is off to a
good start in 2004, the performance of this sector
during the year will depend heavily on whether the IHC
hospital in Murray and the announced commercial and
educational renovations in downtown Salt Lake City
actually begin construction. It is expected that
nonresidential construction projects which are
population-driven (churches, retail stores, health care)
will stand to outperform other types of nonresidential
construction in the near future. Vacancy rates are still
high for existing office and industrial space which will
dampen demand for the construction of new buildings.

Additions, Alterations and Repairs
The residential and nonresidential additions, alterations
and repairs sector got off to a slow start in 2004, but by

the end of the quarter the value of this sector had
recorded gains of 2.4 percent over the same period in
2003. Reversing a trend, construction valuation for
residential renovations increased by 17.3 percent to
$33.6 million. Nonresidential activity in this sector,
which had been performing better in 2003, declined by
4.2 percent to $62.2 million.

There was only one significant project in the sector
receiving a permit during the first quarter. The remodel
of the Helaman Halls dormitory at Brigham Young
University received a permit valued at $5.5 million.
Additions, alterations and repair projects receiving
permits valued at more than $1.0 million are shown in
Table 6.

Non-Permit Construction
Many public buildings (federal, state, local, and schools)
do not require city permits, and therefore do not appear
in the permit-authorized building data. Also not
included in permit-authorized data are infrastructure
projects such as construction of roads and highways,
light rail, commuter rail, pipelines and dams. Some
school districts do require local building permits,
consequently, a small number of school projects are
included in the permit-authorized construction data.

Bureau of the Census Statistics
To determine how construction activity in Utah
compares with other Census regions and the nation, the
Bureau of Economic and Business Research uses
statistics compiled by the U.S. Bureau of the Census.
Due to differences in surveying and modeling
methodologies used by the Census, the statistics are not
strictly comparable to those reported by the Bureau of
Economic and Business Research, but provide the
means to compare data among states. Information on
nonresidential building by state is not collected by the
Census.

According to Census data, residential construction
activity posted strong gains nationwide during the first
three months of 2003. The number of single-family
units receiving permits increased 15.9 percent, while
multifamily units increased 5.7 percent, and total units
authorized increased by 13.6 percent. The value of
residential construction activity rose 22.4 percent for the
nation as a whole.

Mountain region states—with the exception of
Montana—all recorded increases in the total number of

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new dwelling units receiving permits during the year.
The number of new multifamily units declined 14.4
percent region-wide with gains of 150.0 percent in
Wyoming, 41.6 percent in Arizona and 2.0 percent in
Colorado. All other region states saw fewer numbers of
multifamily units authorized, according to Census data.
Idaho posted a decline of 55.7 percent, Nevada a decline
of 39.9 percent, and New Mexico a decline of 36.3
percent in multifamily units. According to Census data,
multifamily units in Utah fell 14.1 percent.

Double-digit gains in new single-family homes were
registered in all Mountain states, except Montana, which
posted a 6.2 percent decline for the quarter, and Utah
with an increase of 4.6 percent. Permits issued for single-
family homes rose in Nevada (24.4%), Arizona (22.8%),
Wyoming (22.4%), New Mexico (21.6%), Colorado
(17.3%), and Montana (11.9%). Bureau of the Census
data for states and regions are shown in Table 7.

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First Quarter 2004 Highlights and Outlook
• Single-family home building again flirted with record

levels in the first three months of 2004, but for the
second year in a row, the number of single-family
homes receiving permits fell shy of the 1978 record of
3,975 new homes. During the months of January,
February and March, permits were issued for 3,541
new single-family homes, 2.2 percent more than in the
same period of 2003. Single-family home building will
likely remain at high levels throughout 2004 as the
economy continues to improve and interest rates
remain relatively low.

• Multifamily construction also showed strength during
the quarter, with 1,376 new apartment and
condominium units authorized, up 21.9 percent over
2003 and the highest number since 1995.
Construction of condominiums will likely continue to
account for an increasing share of new multifamily
units, as low mortgage rates make home ownership
more accessible to those who may have otherwise lived
in rental units.

• Residential valuation again reached record levels, with
a reported $708.7 million, nearly $100 million above
the level reported in 2003. Even adjusting for
inflation, this is a remarkable increase. The value of
single-family construction for the first quarter of the
year was $581.5 million, an increase of 14.5 percent,
reflecting steep increases in the cost of building
materials. The valuation of single-family homes
accounted for 82.1 percent of residential construction
value and 57.1 percent of total permit-authorized
construction value in Utah. While demand for new
residential building in 2004 may be somewhat reduced
by the boom in 2003, residential construction activity
is expected to remain at high levels in the near future. 

• Nonresidential construction rebounded nicely during
the first three months of the year, rising 53.9 percent
over year-ago levels. However, 2003 was the worst year
in nonresidential construction since 1993, and the
$213.3 million in reported nonresidential valuation
for the quarter is still below the average ($235.6
million) of the last five years. The outlook for 2004 is
for about the same amount. New hospital
construction (IHC) and construction related to
downtown redevelopment in Salt Lake City will help
buoy the nonresidential sector during 2004.

• The additions, alterations and repairs sector had a
sluggish start in 2004, but by March had reached

$95.8 million, 2.4 percent above the first quarter of
2003. Reversing a trend,  nonresidential additions,
alterations and repairs declined 4.2 percent from the
same period in 2003 to $62.2 million. Additions,
alterations and repairs to residential buildings rose
17.3 percent from year-ago levels to $33.6 million. 

• Total first quarter permit-authorized construction
value reached the billion dollar mark for the first time
at $1.02 billion, an increase of 21.4 percent over 2003.
Total construction activity in 2004 should remain at
or above 2003 levels as residential building remains
strong and nonresidential building continues to
rebound.
